As time passes by

The horseshoe-shaped or single-season grinding windmills were built in rows, at the highest
point of an area, where the wind was strong. They ground only cereals (wheat or barley),
which were the basic ingredients of the daily diet.

Today, most of them are deserted and ruined. Those that are being restored are used as
small cafes or taverns, addressing visitors of sightseeing and mountaineering tourism,
become temporary holiday homes, small shelters or museums with an educational and
cultural role.



Their restoration and new use, however, must be done with respect to the tradition,
responding to the needs of the local community, and also fit into the environment,
typology, and morphology of the old flour mills.
